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In this talk we discuss some basic problems in Computational
Number Theory. Our focus will be on polynomials with integer
coefficients. Several recent research methods and results will be

introduced, such as how the integer transfinite diameter can be
used to compute some interesting families of polynomials with
integer coefficients, with the explicit auxiliary functions. Some

applications will also be discussed.
