MINORS

Any BBA student earning 24 credits in one arts or science subject may qualify for a minor in that subject. Any specific departmental requirements for the
minor must be met. Students must also complete a pair (12 credits) in another subject. If the minor is in a science subject, the pair must be an arts
subject. To have a minor officially recognized, a student must advise the Dean’s office of the desire to have the minor noted on the academic record.
Students wishing to complete a minor in economics must complete 24 credits in addition to ECON 101 and 102.

Students wishing to complete a minor in mathematics must complete 24 credits of MATH and/or STAT in addition to MATH 105 and STAT 101.
